	Content - Accuracy

Each group will be responsible for choosing from the list of projects below.  Please read each option carefully.  Make sure that your entire group is in agreement on the option of which the group chooses.  All parties are responsible in participating in the group project and will be evaluated on what they contributed to the group and the project.

Middle Ages - Pick one option below as a group.  Due date : _Friday October 24__

KNIGHT-  During the time of the middle ages knights were considered valuable to the lords and vassals for their ability to protect and serve.  Knights also took part in tournaments for recreation and sport.  Recreate a knight tournament via movie.  You can create a joust or a melee tournament.  Make sure that all group members are seen on the movie clip.  You have freedom to be creative with this option, but be safe and responsible.  This is a fun option, but make sure you stay on topic.  Along with the video portion of this option, be prepared to present to the class a history of knight tournaments via PowerPoint presentation.  Powerpoint should be a minimum of 7 slides.  You can discuss and explain the history of the knight tournaments and the roles that played in the feudal system.  Make sure you turn in a hard copy of your powerpoint to me with a slide including online or book resources.  Things to turn in with this option - Video (dvd, vhs or file), powerpoint and rubric

LORD-  In the middles ages lords were considered the top of the feudal system.  The lords owned castles.  These castles where not only where the lord and his lady lived, but also a place where knights, and other men at arms, and servants called home.  Create your own castle via model or poster and name it.  Along with your castle model or poster, create  a powerpoint (min. of 10 slides) describing your castle in detail.  Explain ways that your castle would be safe from outside enemies and also ways that you can attack an opposing enemy.  Use some of the castle o and castle d techniques that we talked about in class.  Things to turn in with this option - castle model or poster, powerpoint, rubric 

TROUBADOUR- A troubadour is a traveling musician or poet.  In this option write and present a troubadour song, a short play of your own.  Be creative with your song or play.    Along with the song or short play prepare a short powerpoint (min. 7 slides) describing the history of troubadours during the middle ages.  Things to turn in with this option - Song lyrics, short play script, PowerPoint and rubric.

Remember that this is a group project and all group members are expected to contribute in some way to the presentation and making of the project.  A grading rubric is being provided and will be strictly followed.  Turn in grading rubric with project on due date.
